The funding of the following teaching 
fellowships, normally awarded under the 
aegis of the Center for Teaching and 
Learning, was made possible at this 
challenging time thanks to the generosity of 
Dr. Paul V. Murphy, who offered support 
from the John G. and Mary Jane Breen 
Endowment for the Institute of Catholic 
Studies, of which Dr. Murphy is the 
director.

Paul Challen (Chemistry) has been 
awarded a Faculty Technology Fellowship to 
become trained in making professional-
quality instructional videos for introductory 
chemistry courses (CH141/142; CH151), and 
then to develop a set of such videos to use 
in his courses this coming fall. These videos 
will form the basis of a “flipped class,” 
where lectures are replaced by videos that 
the students watch at home (asynchronous 
learning), while class time is devoted to 
problem solving (traditional homework).

Kristen Ehrhardt (Classical & Modern 
Languages and Cultures) has been awarded 
a Catholic Studies Course Development 
Grant to work on a radical revision of LT 
201, the third-semester class in the Latin 
curriculum.  The revision will center the 
class around the Passio as well as issues in 
early Christianity within the context of the 
Roman world, with corresponding changes 
in the secondary exercises and course 
activities.

Anthony Tarescavage (Psychology) has 
been awarded a Summer Teaching 
Fellowship to study ways of encouraging 
students to engage in civil discourse on 
topics about which they often feel reluctant 
to share their opinions, e.g., gender, race, 
sexuality, religion, and politics.  In addition 
to publishing an article on the topic, he also 
plans to offer a professional development 
workshop for JCU faculty interested in 
stimulating more open discussions in their 
classrooms.

Kristen Tobey (Theology & Religious 
Studies) has been awarded a Catholic 
Studies Course Development Grant to 
develop a class called “The Faithful:  Being 
Catholic in America.”  The proposed course 
will be organized around several case 
studies, both historical and sociological, and 
will focus on the approaches of particular 
groups to the question of how to be Catholic 
in America, especially at moments of 
cultural, moral, or political upheaval.
